Expectations:

1. Be here and be on time.  

· Bell rings at 1:31 pm – you must be in rehearsal room by 1:35 pm. Anyone who comes in after 1:35 without a pass will be considered late. 

2. Be prepared – always have your folder, music*, notebook, pocket mirror and pencil. This will be checked every day and will part of your grade.
3. PARTICIPATE!!!  This is a chorus class – it requires you to sing and participate in all activities.  Students not participating on a regular basis will be required to stay after school and make up rehearsals.  If the conductor concludes that a singer does not know their part and/or has not been demonstrating self control, the student will not be invited to sing at the concert. Students will be notified at least 2 weeks prior to the concert.  A letter of explanation will be sent home to parents.  

4. GUM AND ELECTRONICS !!!!  There is a no tolerance rule when it comes to gum and electronics in the rehearsal room and concerts.  Any student not following this expectation will be subject to consequences.  Electronic devices that are visible during a rehearsal or concert will be automatically taken and turned into the principal.  NO SECOND CHANCES!!!!!

5. BEHAVIOR: You are expected to display self control at all times while in the rehearsal space.  You will also be expected to follow directions the first time given.  Students who are disrupting the rehearsal will be asked to meet with the teacher at the end of the rehearsal and if necessary, appropriate consequences will be given.   If a student chooses to be confrontational or disruptive, they will be removed from the class, written up and parents will be notified.

*Chorus Folders and Music are your textbooks for this class.  Each student is assigned a folder and music number.  Failure to turn in these materials will result in a bill for replacement cost.
